6.  Adopted  RESOLUTION #1 

RESOLVED, that the OAFP send a resolution to the AAFP Congress of Delegates asking the AAFP to create a structure allowing members and prospective members to hold membership in a state academy without requiring membership in the national academy.

7. Adopted SUBSTITUTE RESOLUTION #2

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, that the OAFP support the Independent Payment Advisory Board and its mandate,  
AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the OAFP instruct our AAFP Delegates to introduce a resolution in support of the Independent Payment Advisory Board at the AAFP Congress of Delegates in 2010, and encourage the AAFP to work closely with relevant federal officials to ensure membership of family physicians as members of the Independent Payment Advisory Board.

8.  Adopted SUBSTITUTE RESOLUTION #3 

RESOLVED, that the AAFP Delegates bring forth a Resolution to the American Academy of Family Physicians asking the AAFP to decline to renew the Consumer Alliance with The Coca Cola Company when it expires in 2010, and

FURTHER BE IT RESOLVED that the AAFP Delegates bring forth a Resolution to re-evaluate the Consumer Alliance Program to ensure that the program is consistent with public health interests and is aligned with the mission and values of the AAFP.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the AAFP Delegates bring forth a Resolution to re-evaluate the Consumer Alliance Program to ensure that the selection criteria for Corporate Partners are consistent with public health interests and are aligned with the mission and values of the AAFP.

9.  Adopted SUBSTITUTE RESOLUTION #4 

THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED that the OAFP advocate for primary care payment reform using the Standards, Measures and Guiding Principles for Patient Centered Primary Care Homes developed by the Standards Advisory Committee appointed by the Oregon Health Authority.

AND BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED that the OAFP direct our OMA Delegate and Alternate to take a Resolution to the OMA House of Delegates to support the Standards, Measures and Guiding Principles for Patient Centered Primary Care Homes as developed by the Committee appointed by the Oregon Health Authority as a framework for payment reform.
